Odessa Branch, IMarEST, Ukraine
On 04 October, 2018 the 20th Anniversary Annual General Meeting of Odessa Branch in Ukraine was held at the Hall of English Club.
22 IMarEST members and 17 guests attended the Annual General Meeting.

The Annual General Meeting agenda included the following items:

Members of the IMarEST Odessa Branch took part in conduction and organization of conferences and events devoted to the scientific work of the Engineering Faculties at the National University «Odessa Maritime Academy» and other institutions.

On 11-13 October, 2017 the 18th Annual General Assembly of the International Association of Maritime Universities was held at the premises of Nikola Vaptsarov Naval Academy (Republic of Bulgaria) in Varna. M.V. Miyusov, the Rector of NU«OMA», M.V. Chesnokova, Head of International Department, D.S. Zhukov, a senior lecturer of the Ship Control Department, K.V. Dudnichenko, the 3rd year cadet of Maritime Law and Management Faculty, M.S. Olefir, the 2nd year cadet of Marine Engineering Faculty and A.C. Balakina the 3rd year cadet of Navigation Faculty represented National University «Odessa Maritime Academy» at the General Assembly.

On 1-3 November, 2017 the 13th Annual Conference-Workshop on Hydrography HYPACK 2017 took place at National University «Odessa Maritime Academy». The conference was held with the support of the State Hydrography and NU«OMA».

The conference aimed at supporting users of the HYPACK® Max software in Ukraine as well as conducting master classes to solve the main tasks of hydrographic surveying. The conference was held by Boris Schulze, HYPACK Coordinator in Europe, Africa and the Middle East as well as Ivan Izaak, HYPACK Technical Support Officer.

On 1-4 November, 2017 the International Conference “Marine HR & Education Today and Beyond” in Mumbai (India) under support of International Association GlobalMET and Anglo–Eastern Ship Management India.
M.V. Miyusov, the Rector of NU«OMA», presented the report on “Development of Maritime Education, Practical Training and Employment of Seafarers in Ukraine”. The conference was attended by the representatives of the International Maritime Organization, the United States Coast Guard, the International Maritime Employers’ Council, the Baltic and International Maritime Council, Dalian Ocean University (China), simulator and software developers, and many others. This year the conference addressed the issue of maritime human resources, training and employment for seafarers as well as challenges facing the shipping industry.

The conference participants attended the excursions to the simulation training centre of Anglo-Eastern Ship Management India (Mumbai) and the Anglo-Eastern Maritime Academy where the training simulators and real equipment designed to train the seafarers were represented.

On 6 November, 2017 the International Scientific and Technical Conference “Ship Computer Integrated Technologies” was held at National University «Odessa Maritime Academy».

Two sections such as automated control of ship power plants and physical processes at the interface between two thermodynamic phases were held during the meeting. Reports of scientific and pedagogical workers of Marine Engineering Faculty and Automation Faculty of NU«OMA» dedicated to the current problems of ship power engineering and automation of heat and power processes were presented as well.

On 6-10 November, 2017 the representatives of Ukrainian organisations, members of the consortium Tempus-project “Qualifications Framework for Environmental Science of Ukrainian Universities” visited Jagiellonian University in Krakow (Republic of Poland).

Prof., Dr. Vadym Zakharchenko, Vice Rector for Scientific and Pedagogical Affairs, national project coordinator, Juliia Medvedieva, Assoc. Professor of the Department of Hydrography and Marine Geodesy, Dana Parmenova, Assoc. Professor of the Department of Life Safety, Anastasiia Shestakova, specialist of International Cooperation Department represented National University «Odessa Maritime Academy».

During the visit participants had the opportunity to share their experience with Polish partners and discuss issues related to Polish National Qualifications Framework, elaboration of planned learning outcomes of the study programmes, implementation of the European Credit Transfer and Accumulation System, Polish higher education system, curriculum development and issues related to the organisation of educational process at the Jagiellonian University.

On 23-25 November, 2017 the 12th European Quality Assurance Forum was held at the premises of University of Latvia (Riga, Latvia).

The National Team of Higher Education Reform Experts (HERE team) in the name of V.M. Zakharchenko, Vice Rector for Scientific and Pedagogical Affairs of NU«OMA» and V.I. Lugovyi, First Vice-President of National Academy of Pedagogical Sciences of Ukraine participated in the work of forum.

The forum was organized by the following consultative group with the Bologna Process: the European Association of Universities (EUA), The European Association for Quality Assurance in Higher Education (ENQA), the European Association of Institutions in Higher Education (EURASHE) and the European Students’ Union (ESU) in order to develop an attractive and competitive European Higher Education Area. In total, about 450 delegates from 48 countries took part in the forum, including 41 European countries as well as Israel, Canada, Japan and others.

Within the framework of the forum, a large number of issues were discussed, namely: issues of organizational changes and transformations in higher education and the role of quality, the links of institutional structures responsible for quality and communication, with the scope of work; consolidation of the European dimension in education and teaching; strategic perspective of the European Quality Assurance Register; policies and practices for the implementation of European standards and quality assurance recommendations; global prospects for regional cooperation in quality assurance; quality of educational programs and effective communication with employers; specificity of quality assurance of professional higher education; effective attraction of students to quality assurance.

The forum also discussed specific experience in ensuring the quality of higher education in different countries such as: Austria, Belgium, Armenia, Denmark, Ireland, Spain, Latvia, Macedonia, Malta, Norway, Poland, Portugal, Romania, Sweden, the United Kingdom.

The forum participants had an opportunity to discuss with colleagues from other countries proposals and cooperation projects, to clarify the various areas of cooperation and to establish professional contacts.

The materials of the forum will contribute to a better understanding of the common European trends and national peculiarities of quality assurance of higher education and their implementation in Ukraine.

On 11-12 December, 2017 7th Annual Scientific-methodical Conference “Actual problems of Power Engineering, Electrical Engineering and Radio Electronics” was held at Electrical Engineering and Radio Electronics Faculty of NU«ОМА».

This year, several main thematic areas of the conference were selected, namely: ship electrical equipment, electronic equipment and control systems; energy efficiency and reliability of electromechanical systems; electromagnetic compatibility and quality of electrical energy; radio engineering, radio electronic devices and communications; telecommunication technologies and information security.

On 14 December, 2017 the International Scientific and Technical Conference of Young Scientists “Ship’s Power Plants: Operation and Repair” was held at the premises of National University «Odessa Maritime Academy».
The conference topics were the following Section: Ship’s Power Plants and Systems, Head – Doctor of Engineering Science, Professor E.M. Polovinka; Operation and repair of the Ship’s Power Plants, Head – Doctor of Engineering Science, Professor V.A. Golikov; Sub-section reports – Doctor of Physical and Mathematical Sciences, Professor, S.V. Kozytsky.

Within the framework of the conference, the plenary meeting started with the report on ”Development of the Maritime Education System and Manning in Ukraine” represented by 
M.V. Miyusov, the Rector of NU«OMA», Doctor of Technical Sciences, Professor. Furthermore, O.M. Volkov, Head of Postgraduate and Doctoral Studies Department of NU«OMA» presented a report on “Status and prospects for training Doctors of Philosophy at National University “Odessa Maritime Academy”.

The results of the conference were summarized at the closing meeting where M.O. Kolegaev, Dean of Marine Engineering Faculty, Candidate of Technical Sciences, Professor and Heads of sections made their speeches. Therefore, it was decided to publish a separate collection of the best reports.

On 22-23 March, 2018 the International Scientific and Technical Conference on “Sea and River Fleet: operation and repair” took place in National University «Odessa Maritime Academy» in order to exchange experience and results of scientific research as well as enhance the training quality of scientific works. The plenary session discussed the improvement of educational programmes to train cadets in the specialisation of “Ships’ Power Plants Operation” based on the results of monitoring. The conference topics included the following sections: engines and power plants; operation and repair of transportation means of the sea and river fleet; engineering technologies of ecological and occupational safety at sea; modern information technologies in education and foreign language training for marine engineers.

On 3-5 May, 2018 the «European Shipping Industry Stakeholders Forum» took place at the Conference-centre of «Cherno More» hotel in Varna, Bulgaria.  The Conference «European Maritime Transport Strategy 2019-2028» and the 8th General Meeting of Black Sea Association of Maritime Institution (BSAMI) were conducted in the framework of the Forum. 200 delegates from more than 10 countries, including 57 different companies and organisations (universities, enterprises and organizations, classification societies) participated in the forum. S.A. Karianskiy, Associate Professor, Candidate of Technical Sciences, Dean of Automation Faculty and O.Suprun, Specialist of International Cooperation Department represented National University “Odessa Maritime Academy” at the Forum.

During the Forum the opening ceremony the Minister of Transport, Information Technology and Communications Bulgaria Mr. Ivaylo Moskovski and Mayor of City of Varna Mr. Ivan Portnih made welcome speeches. The Forum was dedicated to the European Maritime Transport Policy until 2020 and European Maritime Transport Strategy 2019-2028. During the 8th General Meeting of BSAMI a new Chairperson, Senior Vice Chairperson and Vice Chairperson were elected. Mr. Oral Erdogan, the Rector of Piri Reis University has become a new Chairperson of BSAMI for the next 2 years.

On 9 May, 2018 Europe and Asia Maritime Summit took place at the Conference hall of Bristol Hotel held by Marine Transport Workers’ Trade Union of Ukraine and the membership organization – the Black Sea Primary Maritime Trade Union Organization. The participants of the event were the representatives of the trade unions of Singapore, Japan, Germany, the main office of the ITF, representatives of National University «Odessa Maritime Academy» represented by 
S.A. Karianskiy, Dean of Automation Faculty, M.V. Chesnokova, Head of International Cooperation Department, V.I. Chimshir, Director of Danube Institute of NU«OMA» and Ukrainian sailors. The participants of the Summit discussed the prospects of developing the international maritime labour market.

The event was opened with greetings by the chairman of Marine Transport Workers’ Trade Union of Ukraine – Kireev M. and the director of the Department for the reformation and operation of the sea and river transport of the Ministry of Infrastructure of Ukraine – Basyuk A.

On 10-11 May, 2018 the 6th International Forum on Seafarers’ Education, Training and Crewing was held in Odessa under a slogan “Partnership for progress”. ETC-2018 was organised by National University “Odessa Maritime Academy”.
Traditionally, the Forum has been supported by International Transport Federation (ITF), International Maritime Employers’Council (IMEC), BIMCO, InterManager, International Association of Maritime Universities (IAMU), the Nautical Institute, the Institute of Maritime Engineering, Science and Technology (IMarEST), as well as the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine and the Ministry of Infrastructure of Ukraine. More than 160 delegates, 75 organizations and companies from 20 countries from Bulgaria, Cyprus, Denmark, Georgia, Germany, Great Britain, Greece, Hong Kong (China), India, Isle of Man, Japan, the Netherlands, Norway, Poland, Sweden, Turkey and Ukraine participate in the conference.

The delegates represented maritime educational institutions, training centres, shipping and crewing companies, simulators and software developers and other representatives of the maritime industry.

The event was solemnly opened by: Y.M. Rashkevich, Deputy Minister of Education and Science of Ukraine, D.S. Petrenko, Chairman of the State Service for Marine and River Transport of Ukraine, Pradeep Chawla, Managing Director of Anglo-Eastern Ship Management, Johan Ekvall, Solutions Manager Transas, Terje Heierstad, Vice President of Business Development Maritime Simulation Kongsberg Digital, Mykhaylo Miyusov, Professor, Rector of NU«OMA».

The forum brings together partners who are interested in high-quality training, training and employment of seamen, safe and efficient operation of seagoing vessels, and provides excellent opportunities for discussing the issues facing the marine industry.

On 16-25 May, 2018 the 98th session of the Maritime Safety Committee (MSC) was held at the Headquarters of the International Maritime Organization (IMO) in London.

D. S. Zhukov, a senior lecturer of Ship Control Department of NU«OMA» took part in the session on behalf of the International Association of Maritime Universities (IAMU).

About 130 documents were submitted for consideration during the session. The agenda of the session consisted of 22 questions related to maritime safety and environmental protection. This session is held annually for IMO. IMO was established in accordance with the UN resolution 70 years ago, on May 6, 1948.

Mr. Kitack Lim, Secretary General of the International Maritime Organisation opened the meeting by welcoming the participants. In his presentation he referred to the programme of celebration of the IMO’s 70th anniversary and voiced the theme of the World Marine Day: “IMO 70: Our Heritage – Better Shipping for a Better Future.”

Among the agenda’s issues, the issue of Maritime Autonomous Surface Ships (MASS) was considered. 13 basic and 6 informational documents were presented for discussion as well. The first day of the session focused on discussions regarding the future of these vessels, the legal basis for such vessels and the long-term coexistence of conventional vessels and MASS ships in the ocean expanses. The suggestion was also made to create a working group and determine the work plan for 2020 on this issue.

On 23 May, 2018 the 26th meeting of the NATO–Ukraine Joint Working Group on Defence Technical Cooperation took place on the basis of National University «Odessa Maritime Academy».

The Ukrainian delegation was headed by A.V. Gladkovsky, First Deputy Secretary of the National Security and Defense Council of Ukraine and Camille Grand, Assistant Secretary General for Defence Investment represented NATO delegation.

The meeting discussed the issues of the policy of defense-technical cooperation, achieving compatibility, reforming Ukraine’s defense-industrial complex, and others.
A.N. Shemyakin, First Vice-Rector of the University and M.V. Chesnokova, Head of International Cooperation Department attended the meeting on behalf of National University «Odessa Maritime Academy».

On 29-30 November, 2016 Sixth annual Scientific-theoretical conference "Actual problems of the electrical engineering and radio engineering" took place at National University «Odessa Maritime Academy».

Prof. Vitaliy Koshevoy, Head of Marine Radio Communication Department, made a statement on the outcome of the Ukrainian delegation at the 97th session of the Maritime Safety Committee. His presentation was focused on the modernization of the Electronic Chart Display and Information System (ECDIS) for USB-communication. An important goal of ECDIS modernization is to provide ship optimization control in order to avoid possible mistakes and wrong decisions of navigator, within the framework of a ship's equipment that is currently in use, through the integration of ECDIS-AIS.

After the plenary session, the conference continued its work according to the following main thematic areas: ship electrical equipment, electronic equipment and control systems as well as radio engineering, radio-electronic devices and communication. More than 20 reports on topical issues of the modern ship electrical and radio engineering were presented in panel discussions thanks to the active involvement of cadets, specialists, masters, graduate students and professors of Electrical Engineering and Radio Electronics Faculty.

The event resulted in the selection of the best works of Master's degree cadets to participate in the second stage of the All-Ukrainian contest of scientific works. Moreover, the collection of scientific conference papers was prepared for publication.

In the reporting year, the members of the Odessa Branch of IMarEST payed their fees directly to the London Institute.
